2010 MM List of Ideas
This list should include what you have been designing for your upcoming group cartoon project. When finished you will convert this into an Acrobat .pdf e-book style file.
Your list should contain the following items with a short description and images:
Plant -  insert the original image that you used as a reference picture for creating your plant. Paste or insert your final vector version as a .jpg here too. Include the name of the plant. 
Prop - insert the original image that you used as a reference picture for creating your prop here. Paste or insert your final vector version as a .jpg here too. Include a short description of what the prop does. 
Scene - When completely finished with your triple layered background animation scene open it as a .swf file. Maximize it so it’s full screen. Press the “Print Screen” button (upper right corner of keyboard) and paste it into your document. Include a brief description of what the scene is in your cartoon. 
Character- Include the reference image(s) of your character.  Your original image(s) should be hi-res and pasted here. Under your reference images should be the vector version that you created.  Include the name of the animal or person and what they stand for in your cartoon.
You should have a message on their shirt  or sign that states what they stand for. It can be a single word or short phrase. It should stand out and be easy to read (use high contrast and large letters to make it simple to understand).
Cartoon Summary- This section should consist of your cartoon idea. This is what you will present to the class. You will “pitch” your concept to the class and show something you have created in Flash this year. Your concept should be a short story. It should have a beginning, middle, and ending. You should introduce your main characters and the basic story. What happens? What’s the point, the purpose, and the message of your story? What’s funny? What’s unique? Make it entertaining, clear, and to the point. Your pitch needs to be around 90 seconds long. It shouldn’t be shorter than one minute or longer than three. Your written pitch should be between one and three paragraphs.
You can read it, act it out, or have a partner help present it’s equal contribution by both.
