You will copy your website folder and paste it into the Z:drive for your final grade. Make sure all files used in your site are saved in that folder.

Follow the instructions and criteria below.

Pages you need: You need 6 or more pages altogether for the website.

Index – your main page should have information about your site, about you, a navigation bar or table with links to all pages, an image & background at minimum.

Friends – Should include pictures of friends, a paragraph describing what friendship means to you, and graphics to compliment your page.

Family – Should include pictures (examples could be family members, pets, house, your room, or whatever else is of significance in your life). You should also include a paragraph explaining what is important to you about your family.

What do they mean to you?

Hobbies – What are you good at doing? What do you do frequently? What do you do in your spare time? You should include .gifs and .jpgs from various websites that support your theme on this page.

Goals – this may be your most creative page because it’s about your future and creative ideas you have about your life. Use “Resolutions” montage and Inspiration “Site Map” here. Include other images that make clear what you are aiming for in life. Write about what’s to come in your life and how you will reach those goals. You may use images from the internet to spice up this page.

Portfolio – This page should include everything you have created in this class and everything or anything you have made for other classes too. Don’t be shy. Include what you do. There should be a description of what each image represents.

**You may substitute any one page above with another single page of your choice, but make it equal in terms of creativity and overall effort to the one you substitute it for.
